Admission to 4th Year (Semester VII & VIII) under FYUGP (NEP 2020) for the Academic Session 2026-27

In pursuance of the recent guidelines issued by the NEP Coordinator, University of Gour Banga (dated 29.06.2026), all eligible
students who have successfully completed their 3-Year Undergraduate Programme (Semester I to VI) and obtained their
Bachelor’s Degree from this college are hereby informed about the structure, eligibility, and options available for entering the
4th Year (Four-Year Undergraduate Programme - FYUGP).

Our college is offering two distinct pathways in the 4th Year for the upcoming session:

1. 4-Year Bachelor’s Degree (Honours with Research): Offered ONLY in three selected disciplines: Bengali, English,

and History.
2. 4-Year Bachelor’s Degree (Honours): Offered in ALL Major subjects currently taught at Balurghat Mahila

Mahavidyalaya.
Eligibility Criteria & Important Regulations

e Mandatory Requirement: Students must clear all courses up to Semester VI to be promoted to Semester VIL.
Carrying backlogs in previous semesters will disqualify a student from entering the 4th year.

e For Honours with Research Stream (Bengali, English, History):
o Students must secure 75% marks or above in aggregate across the first six semesters (including all subjects).

o Eligible students will be required to complete a compulsory Research Project / Dissertation (12 credits)
under the direct guidance of approved faculty supervisors in their major discipline.

e For Regular Honours Stream:
o Students who have completed their 3-year degree but scored below 75% marks or 75% marks or above are

fully eligible to opt for the 4-Year UG Honours Degree across all Major disciplines.
o Students with more than 75% marks who do not wish to take up the research workload may also opt for this

regular Honours stream.

Post-Graduate & Career Mobility Advantages

¢ Direct Ph.D. Entry: Students completing the 4-Year Honours with Research Degree will be eligible for direct
admission to Ph.D. programmes, subject to fulfilling the University's prescribed minimum CGPA/marks.

¢ 1-Year Master's Degree: Graduates from both 4-Year streams (Honours / Honours with Research) can enroll in a
compressed 1-Year Postgraduate (PG) Programme instead of the traditional 2-year route.

STUDENT GUIDELINES AND SOME FAQs FOR FOUR-YEAR
UNDERGRADUATE PROGRAMME (FYUGP) for UGB UG STUDENTS
(As per UGC Curriculum and Credit Framework under NEP 2020)

Duration of the Programme
* The Undergraduate Programme is of 4 years (8 semesters).
* Students may also exit after completion of 1, 2 or 3 years with appropriate qualifications.

Multiple Exit Options

After 1 Year (2 Semesters)

* Minimum 40 credits required as prescribed in our syllabus.
* Award: UG Certificate.

* Additional vocational/internship credits may be required.

After 2 Years (4 Semesters)
* Minimum 82 credits required as prescribed in our syllabus.
* Award: UG Diploma.

After 3 Years (6 Semesters)
* Minimum 122 credits required as prescribed in our syllabus.
* Award: Bachelor's Degree.

After 4 Years (8 Semesters)
* Minimum 162 credits required or as prescribed in our syllabus.
» Award: Bachelor's Degree (Honours).

Or
Award: Bachelor's Degree (Honours with research).

Honours with Research

* Students securing 75% marks or above in the first six semesters including all subjects may
opt for the Research Stream. 4 student with 75% or more marks may pursue 4-year honours
if wishes.

* A Research Project/Dissertation (12 credits) must be completed under faculty supervision.

4-year UG Degree (Honours with Research):
Criteria for entry:

Completed 3-year bachelor degree with 122 credits as prescribed in course. Credit
requirement may change as per UGC rule and UGB rule.

Students who secured 75% marks and above in the first six semesters and wish to
undertake research at the undergraduate level can choose a research stream in the fourth year.



After admission what has to be done:

They should do a research project or dissertation under the guidance of a faculty member of
the University/College.

The research project/dissertation will be in the major discipline. The students who secure 162
credits as per our course, including 12 credits from a research project/dissertation, are
awarded UG Degree (Honours with Research)

Academic Pathways After

3-Year Bachelor’s Degree

Under UGC & NEP Regulations
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Students mobility:

» After successful completion of the 3-Year Undergraduate Programme (Semester -
VI) and obtaining the UG Degree, a student may continue to Semester VII and VIII in
the same college, provided that the college has been permitted by the University to
offer the Four-Year UG Honours/Honours with Research Programme in the
concerned subject and has the necessary academic and research facilities.

» If the student's college does not offer the Four-Year UG Honours/Honours with
Research Programme in the concerned subject, or if the student wishes to pursue the
programme elsewhere, he/she may apply for admission to any other eligible affiliated
college of the University that has been permitted to offer the programme, subject to
fulfillment of eligibility criteria, availability of seats, and admission regulations.



Criteria to be fulfilled from the end of College/concerned subject(s) for offering 4-year
degree with research:

% at least two permanent faculty members who are recognized as Ph.D. supervisors.
[Definition of Supervisor: as per UGC guideline, a permanent faculty having Ph.D.
and five research publication in peer reviewed journal could be recognized as
Supervisor; University will evaluate and take necessary action for approving them]

¢+ must have the required infrastructure such as the library, access to journals, computer
lab and software, laboratory facilities to carry out experimental research work.

Two types:
» 2-yeas PG (after 3-year UG)
» 1-year PG (after 4- year UG with or without research)

Ph.D. programme entry:

3-Year UG Degree — Normally followed by a 2-Year Master's Degree — Eligible for
Ph.D.

4-Year UG Honours Degree — Generally followed by a 1-Year Master's Degree —
Eligible for Ph.D.

4-Year UG Honours Degree with Research — Eligible for direct admission to Ph.D.,
provided the student has obtained the prescribed minimum CGPA/marks and satisfies the
university's admission requirements.



Frequently Asked Questions (FAQ)
Four-Year Undergraduate Programme (FYUGP) under NEP 2020
1. What is the duration of the Undergraduate Programme under NEP 2020?

The Undergraduate Programme consists of 4 years (8 semesters). However, students have
the flexibility to exit after 1, 2, or 3 years with appropriate qualifications.

2. What qualifications will I receive if I exit early?
o After 1 year (minimum 40 credits): UG Certificate
o After 2 years (minimum 82 credits): UG Diploma
o After 3 years (minimum 122 credits): Bachelor's Degree (UG)
o After 4 years (minimum 162 credits): Bachelor's Degree (Honours) or Bachelor's
Degree (Honours with Research)

3. How many credits are required to complete a 3-year UG Degree?

A student must earn 122 credits to receive a Bachelor's Degree after completing six
semesters.

4. How many credits are required for a 4-year UG Honours Degree?
A student must earn 162 credits after completing eight semesters.

5. What is the difference between a 4-Year Honours Degree and a 4-Year Honours
Degree with Research?

In the Honours with Research pathway, students undertake a 12-credit Research
Project/Dissertation under the supervision of a faculty member. The regular Honours
programme does not require this research component.

6. Who can opt for the Honours with Research stream?

Students who secure 75% marks or above in the first six semesters and are interested in
research may opt for the Research Stream in the fourth year.

7. Is it compulsory to choose the Research Stream in the fourth year?
No. Eligible students may choose either:

e 4-Year UG Honours Degree, or
e 4-Year UG Honours Degree with Research.

8. What will I do in the Research Stream?

You will undertake a Research Project/Dissertation in your major discipline under the
guidance of an approved faculty supervisor.

9. Can I pursue a 4-year degree if my marks are below 75%?

Yes. Students may pursue the 4-Year UG Honours Degree. However, the Honours with
Research option requires at least 75% marks in the first six semesters.

10. Can I continue 4-year honours if I don’t secure 75% or more marks?



Yes, you can.
11. Should I clear all courses upto semester VI for promoting Semester VII?
Yes.
12. Can I continue my fourth year in the same college?
Yes, provided that:
o The college has been permitted by the University to offer the 4-Year UG
Honours/Honours with Research Programme in that subject; and
o The required academic and research facilities are available.
13. Can I change my college after completing the 3-year UG Degree?
Yes. After completing Semester VI and obtaining the UG Degree, a student may apply to any
eligible affiliated college of the University offering the 4-Year UG Honours/Honours with
Research Programme, subject to eligibility, seat availability, and admission rules.

14. What is meant by student mobility?

Student mobility allows a student to move from one affiliated college to another for pursuing
Semester VII and VIII if the chosen college offers the required programme and facilities.

15. What facilities must a college have to offer the Honours with Research programme?
The college must have:

At least two permanent faculty members recognized as Ph.D. supervisors;
Adequate library facilities;

Access to journals and research resources;

Computer laboratory and necessary software;

Subject-specific laboratory/research infrastructure where required.

16. Can I pursue a Master's Degree after completing a 3-year UG Degree?

Yes. After a 3-year UG Degree, a student may enroll in a 2-Year Postgraduate Programme
subject to prevailing regulations.

17. Can I pursue a Master's Degree after completing a 4-year UG Degree?

Yes. Students completing a 4-Year UG Honours Degree (with or without Research) may
enroll in a 1-Year Postgraduate Programme, subject to prevailing regulations.

18. Can I directly apply for a Ph.D. after completing a 4-Year Honours Degree with
Research?

Yes. A student holding a 4-Year UG Honours Degree with Research may be eligible for
direct admission to a Ph.D. programme, subject to fulfilling UGC and University admission
requirements.

19. Can I directly apply for a Ph.D. after a regular 4-Year UG Honours Degree?

Generally, students are expected to complete a 1-Year Master's Degree before becoming
eligible for a Ph.D.



20. What is a Summer Internship?

Summer Internship is a credit-bearing component designed to provide practical exposure,
skill development, and experiential learning.

21. What are AEC, SEC and VAC courses?

o AEC (Ability Enhancement Courses): Courses that improve language and
communication abilities.

o SEC (Skill Enhancement Courses): Courses aimed at developing employable and
practical skills.

e VAC (Value Added Courses): Courses designed to enhance ethical, social,
environmental and life skills.

22. How are students evaluated under the NEP framework?

Students are evaluated through a credit-based grading system. Grades include:
O (Outstanding), A+ (Excellent), A (Very Good), B+ (Good), B (Above Average), C
(Average), P (Pass), and F (Fail).

23. Where can I obtain information regarding admission to Semester VII and VIII?

The University and affiliated colleges will publish admission notifications, eligibility criteria,

seat availability, and subject-wise programme details before the commencement of
admissions.
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
